Commercial Development 

The Partnership for Growth’s Commercial Development Committee 
recently met with USA Health Care Center’s Administrator Craig Bell 
and Director of Nursing Penny Mohr. It is the committee to meet 
monthly with various businesses and industries to learn what they do 
and to thank them for the employment opportunities and services 
which the business provides to our area. 

 The care center opened in Clarion in 1963 and is currently owned as 
a part of a corporation located in Alabama. It was about seven years 
that the name was changed to it’s current USA Health Care name. 

 A big  change in the past forty years that Bell has seen is that resi-
dents stay in their own homes longer now, due in part to home health 
care and other living arrangements such as assisted living facilities. 
“Care centers at one time were more retirement facilities,” Bell said. 
“Now people need much more care when they come to stay with us.” 

 There are 67 residents in the facility which has 86 beds. There are 
85 full and part-time employees at the care center. “We have a won-
derful nursing staff here,” said Mohr. “Many of them have been here 
for a number of years. All of our employees really care about the peo-
ple we care for.  “The Alzheimer’s unit started in 1987 and was the 
second one to open in the state of Iowa. 

 Bingo, exercise, classes of various topics, restored therapy are just 
some of the regular events which are conducted. “There are special 
events, too,” said Mohr. “As a part of National Care Center Week, we 
grilled out with the Southtown residents. We participated in the Mid-
dle School Senior Night a couple of months ago and have a special 
area each year for our residents at Festival in the Park. We have so 
many church and school groups who come in and support us with 
their presence and activities. We are grateful for all the people who 
stop in and visit people or when they bring in an activity or help with 
one.” 

 “Volunteers are always welcome,” said Mohr. “If anyone wants to vol-
unteer, call the care center (515) -532-2893 and ask for Joselyn 
Claude. We especially need extra help when we take the residents 
places, like the Festival or Senior Night.”
